Wine is available either by sipping from
the common cup (silver chalice) or by intinction (dipping the wafer into the pottery chalice). If you are choosing the common cup, it will be
stationed in front of the altar rail in the center — please mafke your way there after consuming your wafer at the rail. If you choose to intinet,
Please remain where yon are and hold your wafer visibly to indicate that is your preference. Please take utmost care to keep yonr fingers
[from touching the wine as you dip. You may choose to receive only the bread or the wine, as either one alone is a_full Communion. Please
tell an usher if you need Communion brought to you. In the Episcopal Church, it is customary that those receiving Communion have been
baptized in any Christian tradition, and no one who comes to the altar in faith is turned away. If you would like to learn more about
Baptism at St. Alban's, please be in touch with the clergy. If you are not receiving Communion, we hope you will come forward and cross
your arms over your chest, so that we might share a blessing with you.
